o Village of Lawrence, Nassau County ~ This project was the subject of a prior certification of
the Governor dated August 19, 2009. Total project cost remains $13,649,064, of which
$12,484,568 is being financed through.the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost,
$200,689 has been approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in
furtherance of the requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for
projects that address green infrastructure, water or emergy efficiency improvements or other
environmentally innovative activities. The Village’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is
increased from $6,242,284 to $6,342,629. This joint project with the Village of Cedarhurst and
County of Nassau will finance the costs of planning, design and construction of pump station
improvements and force main and gravity sewer installation to convey the Villages® wastewater to
the County’s Bay Park Sewage Treatment Plant. The County of Nassau will own, operate and
maintain the project.

The contract execution schedule, environmental review summary, resolutions authorizing the
project, and DBE/MWBE description are each as described in the prior submission.

o Village of Cedarhurst, Nassau County — This project was the subject of a prior certification of
the Governor dated August 19, 2009. Total project cost remains $11,700,305, all of which is
being financed through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost, $80,385 has been
approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the
requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address
green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative
activities. The Village’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $5,850,153 to
$5,890,345. This joint project with the Village of Lawrence and County of Nassau will finance the
costs of planning, design and construction of pump station improvements and force main and
gravity sewer installation to convey the Villages’ wastewater to the County’s Bay Park Sewage
Treatment Plant. The County of Nassau will own, operate and maintain the project.

The contract execution schedule, environmental review summary, resolutions authorizing the
project, and DBE/MWBE description are each as described in the prior submission.

o County of Nassau — This project was the subject of a prior certification of the Governor dated
August 18, 2009. Total project cost remains $6,572,999, of which $5,957,891 is being financed
through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost, $3,366 has been approved by U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the requirement that not
less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address green infrastructure,
water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative activities. The
County’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $2,978,945 to $2,980.628.
This joint project, between the Town of Oyster Bay and Nassau County, will correct a longstanding
issue of failed septic systems whose discharges have been identified as the primary cause of beach
closures in the Mill Creck area. ARRA funding will support the planning, design, and construction
of the collection system, pump station, and force main for the Locust Valley section of Oyster Bay
in Nassau County. The County of Nassau will own, operate and maintain the project.

The contract execution schedule, environmental review summary, resolutions authorizing the
project, and DBE/MWBE description are each as described in the prior submission.
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¢ Town of Oyster Bay — This project was the subject of a prior certification of the Governor
dated August 18, 2009. Total project cost remains $6,400,000, all of which is being financed
through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost, $3,366 has been approved by U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the requirement that not
less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address green infrastructure,
water or energy cfficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative activities. The
Town’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $3,129,053 to $3,130,736.
This joint project, between the Town of Oyster Bay and Nassau County, will correct a longstanding
issue of failed septic systems whose discharges have been identified as the primary cause of beach
closures in the Mill Creek area. ARRA funding will support the planning, design, and construction
of the collection system, pump station, and force main for the Locust Valley section of Oyster Bay
in Nassau County. The County of Nassau will own, operate and maintain the project.

The contract execution schedule, environmental review summary, resolutions authorizing the
project, and DBE/MWBE description are each as described in the prior submission.

e Town of Catskill, Greene County — This project was the subject of a prior certification of the
Governor dated August 18, 2009, Total project cost remains $231,000, all of which is being
financed through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost, $39,175 has been
approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the
requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address
green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative
activities. The Town’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $173,836 to
$181,672. This financing will support the planning, design and construction of improvements to the
collection and treatment system for the Hamlet of Cementon in the Town of Catskill to correct
problems with excessive flows from water inflow and infiltration into the system. These
improvements, including wastewater disinfection, will help to improve the water quality of this
discharge to a tributary of the Hudson River. The Town of Catskill will own, operate and maintain
the project.

e Town of Greenville, Greene County — This project was the subject of a prior certification of
the Governor dated August 19, 2009.

Of the total project cost, $84,705 has been
approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the
requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address
green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative
activities. The Town’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $521,256 to
$569,481, This financing will support the planning, design and construction of improvements to the
Town of Greenville wastewater treatment facilities. The Town of Greenville will own, operate and
maintain the Project.

o Village of Richfield Springs, Otsego County - This project was the subject of a prior
certification of the Governor dated August 18, 2009. Total project cost has increased from

program. Of the revised total project cost, $804,940 has been approved by U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the requirement that not less than 20% of
the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address green infrastructure, water or energy
efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative activities. The Village’s eligibility
for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $4.000,000 to $4,364,329. This project will
support the planning, design, and refurbishment of the Village’s wastewater treatment plant. The
refurbished plant, originatly built in 1972, will allow the Village to more consistently and efficiently
achieve discharge requirements, thereby improving water quality. The Village of Richfield Springs
will own, operate and maintain the project.

The contract execution schedule, environmental review summary and DBE/MWBE description are
each as described in the prior submission.

Resolutions/Agreements — The project was authorized pursuant to bond resolutions passed by the
Board of Trustees of the Village of Richfield Springs dated March 10, 2009 and June 24, 2009, for
the purpose of undertaking capital improvements to the wastewater treatment plant and sanitary
collection system in and for the Village. These bond resolutions authorized the issuance of bonds
totaling $6,048,000 for this purpose. Financial assistance will be provided pursuant to a Project
Finance Agreement executed by and between the New York State Environmental Facilities
Corporation and the Village of Richfield Springs.

o Buffalo Sewer Authority, Erie County - This project was the subject of a prior certification of
the Governor dated August 18, 2009. Total project costs remain $18,126,500 of which
$18,016,500 is being financed through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost,
$470,000 has been approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in
furtherance of the requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for
projects that address green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other
environmentally innovative activities. The Authority’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness
is increased from $8,888,900 to $9,123,901. This project will finance the costs of planning, design
and construction of the Hamburg Drain Floatables Control Facility, which collects and processes
floatables from twenty sewer regulators within the Hamburg drain system. This project is part of the
redevelopment of Buffalo’s Inner Harbor. The Buffalo Sewer Authority will enter into a permanent
easement with the NYS Thruway Authority for the project site, and will operate and maintain the
project.

Of the revised total
project cost, $536,397 has been approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as
“green” in furtherance of the requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA
be for projects that address green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other
environmentally innovative activities. The Village’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is
increased from $1,046,000 to $1,414,247. This project will support the planning, design and
construction of improvements to the Village of Cuba collection sewers and wastewater treatment
plant, which includes green features involving pumping station pumps and controls, fine bubble
diffusers, ultraviolet light disinfection and premium efficiency motors. The new collection system
improvements will correct excessive inflow/infiltration issues, while the improvements at the plant
will allow the Village to more consistently and efficiently achieve discharge requirements, thus
improving water quality.

Of the total project cost, $1,958,926 has
been approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the
requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address
green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative
activities. The Town’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $4,295,624 to
$5,275,087. This project will support the planning, design and construction of improvements {o the
Town of Greenport Wastewater Treatment Facility, which includes green components. The Town of
Greenport will own, operate and maintain the project.

The contract execution schedule, environmental review summary, bond resolution information and
DBE/MWBE description are each described in the prior submission.

County of Onondaga - This project was the subject of a prior certification of the Governor
dated August 18, 2009. Total project cost has decreased from $21,398,149 to $20,003,150, of
which $20,000,000 is being financed through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the revised total
project cost, $1,800,000 has been approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as
“sreen” in furtherance of the requirement that not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA
be for projects that address green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other
environmentally innovative activities. The County’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is
increased from $10,000,000 to $10,900,000. This project will support the planning, design and
construction of the Harbor Brook Combined Sewer Overflow (CSO) Abatement Project, which
includes tree pits with expanded infiltration basins and a rain garden and bio retention basin as
green components.

Total project cost remains $10,358,145, all of which is being financed
through the Clean Water SRF program. Of the total project cost, $170,515 has been approved by
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the requirement that
not less than 20% of the funds appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address green
infrastructure, water or energy efficiency improvements or other environmentally innovative
activities. The Town’s eligibility for ARRA principal forgiveness is increased from $2,600,000 to
$5,162,252, This financing will support the planning, design and construction of a new treatment
plant to provide improved water quality to discharges to the groundwater of long Island.

Village of Patchogue, Suffolk County — This project was the subject of a prior certification of
the Governor dated August 19, 2009, Total project cost has increased from $8,250,000 to
$12,081,540, of which $10,344,044 is being financed through the Clean Water SRF program. Of
the total project cost, $5,119,590 has been approved by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(USEPA) as “green” in furtherance of the requirement that not less than 20% of the funds
appropriated in ARRA be for projects that address green infrastructure, water or energy efficiency
improvements or other environmentally innovative activities. The Village’s eligibility for ARRA
principal forgiveness is increased from $2,600,000 to $5,439,441. Additionally, project costs will
be funded by a Clean Water/ Clean Air Grant and an Environmental Protection Fund Grant. This
